AreAs of use

continued if proper infection treatment is initiated.
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HoW To Use MepILex

1.  Clean the wound area. Remove the release 
film.

2.  Mepilex should overlap the wound bed by at least 2 
cm onto the surrounding skin. Apply the adherent 
side to the wound. Do not stretch.

3.  When necessary, secure Mepilex with a bandage or 
other fixation.
